Please note that in all categories, individuals who are employed by an agency or are board members of agencies will not receive support to attend conferences specifically related to their agencies or profession.

How Much Can I Apply For?

In order to extend Education Grants to as many people as possible, the following limits apply to requests:

$500 per person per year

$2,000 for any single activity or event regardless of how many people apply

When Do I Get My Money?

The Education Grant must reimburse for actual expenses. This means that the Council cannot authorize a check to you before you actually attend or participate in the planned activity. Therefore, you need to save your receipts and request reimbursement after you return from the activity.

When you are approved for an Education Grant, an award letter will be sent to you. Included in that letter will be the details on how you will be reimbursed for your approved expenses.

Medical expenses. Amounts paid by an individual for expenses of admission and transportation to a medical conference relating to the chronic disease of the individual’s dependent are deductible as medical expenses under section 213 of the Code (subject to the limitations of that section), if the costs are primarily for and essential to the medical care of the dependent. The cost of meals and lodging while attending the conference are not deductible as medical expenses under Code section 213.
