(B) clearly inform each recipient that there is no obligation to contribute and that the contribution 
is purely voluntary; 
(C) protect the privacy and confidentiality of each recipient with respect to the recipient’s 
contribution or lack of contribution; 
(D) establish appropriate procedures to safeguard and account for all contributions; and 
(E) use all collected contributions to expand the service for which the contributions were given 
and to supplement (not supplant) funds received under this Act. 
 
Section. 721. PREVENTION OF ELDER ABUSE, NEGLECT, AND EXPLOITATION 
(a) ESTABLISHMENT.—In order to be eligible to receive an allotment under section 703 from 
funds appropriated under section 702 and made available to carry out this chapter, a State agency 
shall, in accordance with this section, and in consultation with area agencies on aging, develop 
and enhance programs to address elder abuse, neglect, and exploitation.
