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Re-Negotiation for Perkins IV Agreed Upon Performance Level (2011-12 & 2012-13)

Due to the new performance levels in NCLB which affects 1S1 (Academic Attainment--Reading/Language Arts) and 1S2 (Academic Attainment--Math); implementation of the rubric to evaluate the competencies which is related to 2S1 (Technical Skill Attainment); and new formula applied to calculate the graduation rate which is 4S1 (Student Graduation Rates); four code indicators of Perkins IV performance level were lowered after negotiations with OVAE.  All LEAs’ agreed upon performance levels are adjusted accordingly for 2011-2012 and 2012-2013 school years.  The negotiation process will be concluded on 10/28/2011.
Follow-up Report (for Postsecondary Going Rate)

The postsecondary institution which enrolled CTE graduated concentrators are required to report in eTIGER at the follow-up data entry screen.  
· If it is a TN institution, select from the drop-down list of the institution.  

· If it is an outside TN institution, select “Other out of State Institution…” (with the appropriate description) and then put the name of the institution at “comment” column.
· If it is a TN institution but not included in the list, please send in the following information in order to add the institution for selection:
1. Official name of the institution

2. Address and email of the institution

3. Web address of the institution

4. Public/private institution

5. Length of the program (4-year, 2-year, or 18 months...)

6. NCES ID (National Center for Education Statistics), if any.

It is very important for CTE to collect the postsecondary institution information for concentrators in order to generate the accurate Postsecondary Going Rate.
Competency Attainment Rubric 
Report Rubric Data
CTE will continue to collect student’s competency performance data through the "Competency Attainment Rubric Data Report" screen on eTIGER.  It is suggested that teachers report the Rubric data frequently.  A monthly reminder will be sent to CTE teachers through program area consultants. 
“Rubric Class by Student” Report

A report link was added to eTIGER to pull out the reported competency rubric data of a class.  It can be used as a progress report of the class.  Individual student competency attainment numbers and percentages and competency attainment percentages by each competency for entire class are included.  
A report with rubric class data compared with the same course of a school, a system, or whole state is under development.

Data Review (4S1- Student Graduation Rate)

For 2010-11 Report Card data of Graduation Rate, the State created a Cohort application for LEAs to preview their cohort student list and also generate graduation rate for each system as well as various subgroups, including CTE Concentrators.  CTE directors may ask for application access through the Director of Schools.
On our next report card (2011-2012), the CTE graduation rate will be a part of the review process which will start as early as August 16 to begin cohort list check.  Our “exiting concentrator” list will be sent to the Cohort application and included in system download data for review.  Please pay special attention to the due date of the cohort/grad rate final data review.
CTE Student Certifications Earned Data

A new feature of eTIGER will be added to collect earned certificates data for CTE students.  It will be designed to have the classroom teacher report for the students in the class of the same program area.  Details will be sent when the feature is ready. (It is targeted to begin the data collection in 2011-2012 school year.)
Earned Credits Data Reporting
Beginning with the 2010-2011 school year, LEAs have reported to EIS the high student’s final grade with earned credits for the enrolled courses.  To ensure data quality for the CAR report, an earned credit data reporting analysis will be conducted this fall to decide the continuation of earned credits reported to eTIGER for the 2011-2012 school year.

CTSO Membership Data Reporting

The CTE division will continue to obtain student membership and chapter data from the National Student Organizations to generate the CTSO data table for the CTE School Report Card.   LEAs will be able to check the data from the data review process.  It is the LEA’s responsibility to assure the accuracy of CTSO membership data.

It is also the LEA’s decision to continue to report their student CTSO membership data to EIS.  

Student’s "Path of Study"

"High School Redesign" requires every 9th grade student to select a "Focus of Study" beginning with the 2009-2010 school year.  CTE is one of the "Focus of Study" selections.  The graduating class of 2013, 2014, and 2015 will be required to have a "Focus of Study", and the students need to be marked as "Technical".  The class of 2012 will finish under the "Path of Study" and the students will be marked as "Technical, University, or Dual".

e-Learning or Distance Learning CTE course

A new teaching method was added to the existing codes at EIS, “O” to indicate an on-line course.
The Division of Career and Technical Education would like to capture those CTE classes with non-traditional teaching methods, such as e-Learning or Distance Learning courses.  
In the EIS class data field, report "Teaching Method" as 
1) "T - Traditional" for regular face-to-face CTE classroom and workshop class settings;

2) "D - Distance Learning" for any CTE classes which use the regular CTE course codes and are taught through the Internet, video/audio conference, broadcasting, and/or satellite courses. 
3) “O - On-line” for courses with “On Line …” as course name and “10xx” as course code.
eTIGER Data Report for Postsecondary Instructors

A postsecondary instructor that does not hold a TN Teacher License Number (TLN) will be allowed access to report the class data through eTIGER.  LEAs need to assign a nine-digit number for the instructor, used as TLN, and report this assigned number to EIS (please check with EIS help desk for details).  eTIGER will then be able to use the same assigned number to set up an access accordingly.

Primary vs. Service Enrollment Data Reporting

P indicates "Primary Enrollment"; and S indicates "Service Enrollment".  A CTE student which enrolled in a course in a location other than his/her primary school (home school) should be reported with two enrollments to EIS, one from primary school (Primary enrollment) and the other from service agency (Service enrollment).  Only the service agency is allowed to report the performance data for this student in eTIGER.  The primary school class roster will show dashes (-) in the data fields boxes indicating data cannot be entered from this roster.
Class with "9393" Course Code 
Do not use the course code "9393".  Contact Mr. Will Lewis, Director of CTE Curriculum & Instructional Improvement, or related State Program Area Consultant for the appropriate course code number.

View-Only eTIGER Access

A view-only eTIGER access is now available.  The CTE Director may request viewing access for local EIS personnel or other local authorities, to view a system’s CTE data.  (Data by School level is not available.)
