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1. The law provides for the equitable 
participation of private school students, 
teachers and, in some  cases, other education 
personnel and parents in some of its major 
programs.

2. Consultation between public and private 
school officials must be timely and 
meaningful.

Key Point 1: equitable services

The LEA



·Begins services with private school students at 

the same time as public school students. 

·Provides private school students and teachers 

with an opportunity to participate in activities 

equivalent to the opportunity provided public 

school students and teachers.

Key Point 1: equitable services



The goal of the consultation process is to design 

and implement a program that will provide 

equitable services and meet the needs of 

eligible private school student and/or 

teachers and other educational personnel.

Key Point 2: Consultation



1. Timely consultation is required:

Title I ðSection 1120 (b)(2) of ESEA 

All other Titles - Section 9501(c)(3) of ESEA

2. Such consultation shall occur before the 
local education agency makes any decision 
that affects the opportunities to participate 
of eligible private school children, teachers, 
and other  education personnel.

Consultation:  timely



3. Initial, complete consultation early 

(Sample Agenda)

3. Plan designed prior to final funds 

determination 

4. Consultation must continue throughout the 

implementation and assessment of services

5. Adequate notice

providers 

Consultation: meaningful



Ç Where the LEA disagrees with the views 
of the private school officials on the 
provision of services through a third-party 
contract, LEA provides required written 
explanation of the reasons why the local 
education agency has chosen not to use a 
contractor.

Consultation: meaningful



ÅContract must be under the control and 

supervision of the LEA.

ÅLEA remains responsible.

ÅLEA remains in control of all funds. 

Third-party Contracts



A third-party contract should:

Å Include a detailed description of Title I 

services to be provided to the private school 

students.  

ÅDetail when, where and by whom services 

will be provided.

ÅSpecify that services must be òsecular, 

neutral, and nonideological.ó

Third-party Contracts



A third-party contract should:

ÅBreak out instructional and administrative 

costs. 

ÅAll invoices and purchase orders should 

include details about services provided and 

the number of children served. 

Third-party Contracts



Invoice Detail ðspell it out in contract

ÅDescription of services provided

ÅDate, time, and duration of service

ÅNumber of students

ÅNames of students

Third-party Contracts



A third-party contract should:

ÅSpell out criteria for termination of the 

contract.

ÅProvide for frequent supervision by the LEA 

officials.

Third-party Contracts



The LEA must annually assessprivate school 
Title I participants, using the State assessments 
or other more appropriate assessments, as 
determined in consultation.

In consultation with private school officials, the 
LEA must define òannual progressó for private 
school Title I participants.  If annual progress is 
not met, the LEA must modify the Title I 
program.
(The Title I requirement for States to test all students annually 

does notapply to private schools.)

Assessment of Title I



Low-income public and private school students 
residing in the same Title I attendance areas 
generate the same per-pupil amount (PPA). 

Per-pupil allocation X number of poor private 
school students residing in Title I attendance 
areas = Funds available for private school 
Title I program.

Title I Funds



ÅMust reside in participating public school Title I 
attendance area AND are failing or most at risk 
of failing to meet high standards
ÅSelected on the basis of multiple, educationally-

related, developmentally-appropriate criteria
ÅHomeless, 2 preceding years in Head Start, Even 

Start, Early Reading First, Title I Preschool or Title 
I, Part C (Migrant Education)
ÅPoverty is NOT a criterion
ÅDistrict chooses children to be served

from the list that the private school 
provides of eligible students

Identifying Title I Children to be Served



For example,

Students A, B, C, D, E, F, G are all private school 

students from poverty and reside within the 

Title I attendance area.  These are the students 

used to determine funds. (PPA X 7)

This means that 7 students in the 

private school who reside in the 

Title I attendance area can receive

services. 

Identifying Title 1 Children to be Served



The number of students who would be served 

at the private school is 7.

Toss out the list of students from poverty 

(students A-G) and look at the total list of 

private school students who reside 

within the Title 1 attendance area to 

determine who will be served. 

Identifying Title I Children to be Served



Determine which of these students are most at 

risk of failing to meet standards. 

Be sure selection is done on the basis of 

multiple, educationally-related, 

developmentally-appropriate criteria.

Those students served may end up 

being something like A, B, C, W, X, Y, Z.

Identifying Title I Children to be Served



ÅAll LEAs in Tennessee receive Title II-D 

formula funds.  However,  only some private 

schools chose to participate in Title II-D.

ÅOnly private schools who chose to participate 

in Title II-D are eligible to receive Title II-D 

funding.

Å If a private school (in Group B ) who chose 

to participate in Title II-D does not reside in a 

district who receives funding for the e4TN / 

e4000, (GROUP A ) that private school may 

participate in the online classes through the 

outreach program.

Participating Private Schools May 

Receive e4TN / e4000 Services



1. The private school representative will 

contact the Federal Programs Director of the 

LEA in which the private school resides.

2. The Federal Programs Director of the LEA 

will contact the Branch Hub in the Grand 

Division in which the LEA resides.

3. The Branch Hub will arrange for e4TN / 

e4000 services for the private school.
