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2012-2013 TENNESSEE NEGLECTED & DELINQUENT PROGRAMS
“SALMON SHEET”

The “SALMON SHEET” was compiled in January of 2012 to identify neglected and delinquent programs for the 2012-2013 school year. It will be updated after approval of the Consolidated Applications this spring to indicate which agencies (LEA or TACF) in Subpart 2 will serve the children and youth in 2012-2013.

ESEA Section 1401. Title I Part D Subpart 1 Program Purpose – 
(1) to improve educational services for children and youth in local and State institutions for neglected or delinquent children and youth so that such children and youth have the opportunity to meet the same challenging State academic content standards and challenging State student academic achievement standards that all children in the State are expected to meet;
(2) to provide such children and youth with the services needed to make a successful transition from institutionalization to further schooling or employment; and
(3) to prevent at-risk youth from dropping out of school, and to provide dropouts, and children and youth returning from correctional facilities or institutions for neglected or delinquent children and youth, with a support system to ensure their continued education.

             ESEA Section 1421. Title I Part D Subpart 2 Program Purpose - 
             (1) to carry out high quality education programs to prepare children and youth for secondary school completion, training, employment, or further 
            education;
(2) to provide activities to facilitate the transition of such children and youth from the correctional program to further education or employment; &
(3) to operate programs in local schools for children and youth returning from correctional facilities, and programs which may serve at-risk children and youth. 

Survey and Funding
The annual Neglected and Delinquent Survey was last taken in October of 2011. The survey counted eligible Tennessee children in order to generate supplemental Title I, Neglected and Delinquent education funds for the 2012-2013 school year. The child count was submitted to the Federal government on January 17, 2012. This spring the school districts that generated funding will determine whether they will retain or release these funds. The information will be conveyed in the school district Consolidated Application. When funds are released by the school districts, the Tennessee Department of Education builds these funds into a contract with the Tennessee Alliance for Children and Families, so that program services and monitoring for the Neglected and Delinquent programs are provided.
In Subpart 1 the students age 20 or younger who are under the care of the Tennessee Department of Children’s Services or the Tennessee Department of Correction were counted in the annual survey. Students up to age 21 may receive services.

             In Subpart 2, eligible children age 5-17 residing in institutions within the school districts were counted in the survey. The students resided in either 
             institutions meeting the federal definition of “institutions serving neglected children” or “institutions serving delinquent children.” The children 
             must have lived in the institution for at least one day during the 30 day window and one day being in October of 2011 in order to be counted. 
             Eligible students up to age 21 may receive services.  

In Tennessee children residing in institutions serving neglected use Title I, Part A funds and children residing in institutions serving delinquent use Title I, Part D funds. Though funds are not generated by the community educational day programs in Subpart 2, the day programs serving neglected or delinquent children may use Title I funds generated by other neglected or delinquent institutions within the same school district. For example, a neglected day program may share funding that was generated by a neglected residential agency in the same school district. The same is true for a delinquent day program. The school districts that have community day programs can either divide the money according to a written needs assessment or by a per pupil allocation. 

Program Definitions and Descriptions 
Residential institutions for neglected children care for children who have been either voluntarily placed or committed by State law due to abandonment, neglect, or death of their parents or guardians. Children either attend public schools or receive educational services on campus. In addition to educational services, the institutions usually provide drug or alcohol treatment and/or social-emotional, behavioral counseling services. The institutions provide services to transition children to the community. 
 
Residential institutions for delinquent children care for children who have been adjudicated to be delinquent and/or in need of supervision. These children reside in locked institutions, juvenile detention centers, and prisons. In addition to educational services, some of the institutions provide counseling services and skill based job training programs. For safety reasons delinquent children have very limited access to the community. The institutions transition eligible children back into the community.

Only a handful of the Tennessee school districts serve the neglected and delinquent populations. The majority of the Subpart 2 neglected and delinquent programs are served by the Tennessee Alliance for Children and Families. Most of the neglected and delinquent programs are non-profit and the children attend on campus, non-public schools.
