	In order to spend less than the 20% reservation for Public School Choice (PSC) and Supplemental Educational Services (SES) in the 2011-2012 school year and use the unexpended amount for other allowable activities in a given year, a local education agency (LEA) must meet specific criteria related to the offering of PSC and SES.  In addition, the LEA must notify the state education agency (SEA) of its intent to spend a portion of its 20 percent obligation on other allowable activities.  

An LEA required to offer only Public School Choice must meet, at a minimum, all of the criteria detailed on pages 1 and 2 of this document.  LEAs offering only Public School Choice must sign and submit assurances after October 15, 2011.  

An LEA required to offer both Public School Choice and SES must meet, at a minimum, all of the criteria detailed on pages 3 and 4.  These LEAs must sign and submit the assurances after February 15, 2012.  In both cases, LEAs must maintain records that the required criteria have been met.

If the LEA reserved the required 20% reservation (an amount equal to 20% of the LEA's Title I, Part A allocation) on the LEA's final budget in anticipation of offering Public School Choice and SES, the LEA may request the release of funds using the process described above.  If the LEA did not reserve the required 20% setaside (an amount equal to 20% of the LEA's Title I, Part A allocation),  a budget amendment, including the 20% reservation, must be completed prior to requesting release of funds.
