1.  Fall from Elevated Working Platform


          







A 39-year-old employee died while changing the message board on an outdoor sign.  The victim was working alone changing the message on the sign indicating the daily menu specials at a restaurant.  The working platform was approximately 12 feet from the ground.  He was walking on the elevated platform and placing letters on the sign when the accident occurred. There were no witnesses.  A co-worker found the victim on the ground in the parking lot below the platform.  The victim was treated at the site by fire department first responders then transported to the hospital, but did not survive.
