12.  Fall from Roof






A 41-year-old roofer died when he fell from the roof where he was working.  The victim and three co-workers were removing existing shingles from a residential home.  The victim’s assigned task was to dispose of the shingles when they were removed.  He removed a few loads to the truck for disposal and then decided to get a wheel barrow to help carry the shingles.  He hauled the wheel barrow up onto the roof using a rope.  After filling the wheel barrow with the shingle debris, he proceeded to back it down the sloped roof.  At some point, the victim and the wheel barrow fell from the roof and struck the brick patio approximately 20 feet below.  No one actually witnessed the fall.  The victim was alive and bleeding, but non-responsive when co-workers reached him.  No one was trained to render first aid.  CPR was administered by a police officer when he arrived.  Emergency medical personnel attempted to revive him with no results.  He was transported to a local hospital where he was pronounced dead.

	The employer did not provide a training program for each employee who might be exposed to fall hazards which would enable each employee to recognize the hazards of falling and train each employee in the procedures to be followed in order to minimize these hazards.
