16.  Overturned Equipment





A 28-year-old construction worker was killed while operating a material handler on a residential construction site.  He used the equipment to lift slabs of concrete off the top of some rebar.  He then drove approximately 40 yards down a dirt-and-gravel roadway that was sloped approximately 15 percent.  The equipment then veered off the roadway and over a 20-foot high bank of dirt, overturning and pinning the victim beneath it.  No one saw the accident happen.  Apparently, the victim was not wearing the seat belt at the time the equipment overturned.
