19.  Struck by Road Scraper





A 66-year-old employee was killed when he was crushed by a road scraper while grading a road in a subdivision.  The operator of a John Deere tractor-pulled scraper climbed into the tractor while the victim and a co-worker were standing on the driver’s side.  The victim noticed a piece of wood lodged on the cable that runs underneath the tractor.  The victim shouted to the operator to hold up the tractor and told the co-worker to go around to the other side and help him remove the wood.  As the co-worker passed in front of the tractor on his way to the other side, he noticed the operator talking on his cell phone.  The co-worker went under the tractor to help the victim remove the wood.  The victim was on the driver’s side of the tractor with the co-worker on the other side, both lying on their sides under the tractor working to remove the wood.  They had removed one piece of the wood when the motor of the tractor started.  The co-worker noticed the front tire move and shouted to the victim to get out, and he rolled out himself.  The victim was unable to get clear of the path of the 50-inch-wide rear tire, and it rolled over him and crushed him.
