20.  Struck by Pulley






A 50-year-old assistant miller at a flour mill was killed when he was struck in the head by a moving pulley.  He and a co-worker were working to clear jammed pipes that carried wheat stock to various parts of the mill for processing.  It was necessary for them to duck and twist their bodies to move between numerous moving shafts and pulleys, most of them unguarded, used to power apparatus on the floor above.  The co-worker heard a sound behind him, turned around, and saw the victim lying on the floor beneath a moving and unguarded pulley.  The co-worker observed obvious injuries to the victim’s face and one eye.  The victim suffered a traumatic head injury with multiple skull fractures.   He died in the hospital three days later.
