A 72-year-old employee of a logging company died while sawing trees for harvesting.   The victim cut down an oak tree and, as the tree was falling, he moved about 13 feet away up a slight slope of ground from the oak tree to stand under a black gum tree.  As the limbs of the oak tree cleared the gum tree, a dead limb from the gum tree fell and struck the victim on his hard hat.  The limb was approximately nine-feet long and four inches in diameter.  Emergency services were summoned, but the victim did not survive the blow.
