3.  Caught in in-going nip point





A 28-year-old machine operator was killed when he was caught in the machine he was operating as part of a tire manufacturing process.   The victim’s job was to load spliced tire ply onto a drum where it was sandwiched between layers of liner, a cotton or cotton-polyester material that prevents the tire ply from sticking to itself.  The liner was fed off the top drum of the machine through a series of rollers and onto the lower drum while the tire ply was fed onto the lower drum at the ingoing nip-point where the liner was wrapped around it.  A co-worker discovered the victim wrapped around the lower drum, with one or two layers of liner wrapped around his head and shoulders.  Apparently he had tried to manipulate the liner around the lower drum and got caught in the unguarded in-going nip point.  The in-house emergency response team responded, as well as the local EMS unit.  He was transported to a regional trauma center but died from his injuries.
