 Equipment Rollover









A 58-year-old machine operator suffered fatal injury while operating an asphalt roller during a highway re-paving project.  The victim was operating the finishing roller along the edge of the shoulder of the highway when it rolled down a bank approximately 10 feet, overturned, and then rolled onto him. He suffered multiple trauma and did not survive.  The roller was not equipped with a seatbelt or rollover protection.

	The employer did not furnish employment and a place of employment which were free from recognized hazards that were causing or likely to cause death or serious physical harm to employees in that the roller was not provided with rollover protective structure (ROPS) or seatbelts.
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
