 Struck by Truck Bed









A 46-year-old employee died during removal of dirt and rock from a residential construction area.  The victim and two co-workers were removing the dirt and rock by hauling it to another location using a dump truck.  However, when they attempted to raise the dump truck bed in order to dump out the dirt and rock, they discovered that it would not go up.  They determined that they needed to add hydraulic oil to the reservoir in order to raise the bed.  One employee used a track hoe to scrape out the dirt and rock in the bed, and then used the track hoe to lift the bed up so they could access the hydraulic oil reservoir.  Once the bed was lifted, the victim got underneath the raised bed, knelt on top of the reservoir, and began to pour the oil into the reservoir.  The two co-workers were standing next to the truck frame by the tires, one holding a funnel for the victim and the other watching.  The victim finished filling the reservoir, and the co-workers gathered up the tools and got out from under the bed. Just then the victim’s cell phone rang.  As he answered the phone, the dump truck bed fell, crushing the victim between the bed and the truck frame.
