8.  Overturned equipment







A 54-year-old backhoe operator was killed while working at a residential construction site.  The victim was the only one present at the job site at the time of the accident, and there were no witnesses.  He was preparing to dig a ditch for a fill line for the septic system.   A large tree limb had fallen into the path where the fill line was to be placed.  The victim was moving the limb out of the way with the front bucket of his backhoe.  The area where he was working was on a slope.  A neighbor driving down her driveway saw the overturned backhoe with the alarm sounding and called the police.  The victim was found under the cab of the backhoe.  He apparently fell from, or was thrown from, the backhoe as it tipped over.  He was not wearing the seat belt.  He died as a result of the injuries he sustained.
