1.  Fall from Elevation During Maintenance Work on Roof
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A 64-year-old employee died when he fell from the roof of a building where he was conducting maintenance work.  No one saw him fall.  He was found on the ground approximately 20 feet below where he had last been seen on the roof.  He did not respond to CPR, and initial speculation was that he had succumbed to a heart attack.  However, subsequent information from the medical examiner indicated that death occurred as a result of a fall from height.  During the course of the investigation, deficiencies unrelated to the fall were uncovered.
