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12.  Struck by Front-End Loader
A 27-year-old employee was killed during construction of an independent living and wellness center.  The victim’s employer was contracted to drill shafts or piers for the foundation of the structure.  The victim was walking up the access ramp from the bottom of the foundation excavation to the surface.  At the same time, the front end loader was moving up the ramp with a load of dirt removed during the drilling process.  The dirt was to be loaded onto dump trucks for removal from the area.  Apparently, the victim walked into the path of the front end loader as it left the access ramp and turned to travel to the dump truck.  The front left corner of the bucket struck the victim on his hard hat and knocked him to the ground.  The front left tire of the front end loader then ran over the victim inflicting mortal injuries.
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
