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Lift Rollover
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A 48-year-old forklift driver died when his vehicle ran off a gravel road and overturned.  He had just dropped off his last load of materials for the day and was traveling back to the main office without a load to turn in his paperwork.  Just before the accident a co-worker observed him traveling at a high rate of speed on the gravel road which contained a number of potholes.  Apparently, he lost control of the forklift and veered off the road into a drainage ditch.  He was discovered thrown from the vehicle with the roll cage of the forklift on his neck and upper chest.  He was not wearing his seat belt.  He died at the scene.

	Under all travel conditions, the truck was not operated at a safe speed that permitted it to be brought to a stop in a safe manner.
