2.  Fall from Elevation






A 25-year-old Hispanic employee died when he fell from a third story balcony. Employees were setting up equipment to sheath the roof of the building under construction.  The victim was placing extension cords and air lines into place from the third-story balcony.  Guardrails were in place on the balcony, but the victim was not wearing any fall-arrest equipment when he fell approximately 22 feet to the dirt ground below.  No one saw him fall.  He never regained consciousness.
