Struck by Rolling Vehicle






A 70-year-old-utility worker died when a truck rolled over him at a worksite.  A water leak was reported to the utility, and the victim and two co-workers responded.  One worker began excavating the area of the leak with a backhoe.  As the excavation filled with water, eventually a pump was needed to remove the water from the excavation.  The victim got a pump from his truck and handed it to the second co-worker who uncoiled the hose, threw the pump power cables toward the front of his truck, which was idling nearby with the parking brake on, and bent down to place the pump in the excavation.  No one saw what the victim did next, but he apparently opened the driver’s door of the idling truck, reached in, and pulled a handle to open the hood so he could connect the pump cables to the truck battery.  The co-workers heard someone yell, and looked back toward the truck and saw it rolling backward with the victim standing between the open door and the cab, reaching with his hand into the rolling truck.  He then fell and the truck ran over him with the front wheels.  Evidence suggests that the victim may have released the parking brake on the truck, thinking he was pulling the hood release, causing the truck to roll backward.
