Fall from Elevated Work Platform

A 48-year-old millwright died when he fell from the elevated work platform where he was working.  The victim's employer had been contracted by a manufacturing plant to remove a blasting chamber and corresponding bag house.  At the time of the accident, the victim and a co-worker were working on the elevated platform where the bag house was located.  The platform was 26 feet above the ground below.  The employees were in the midst of a cool-down period when all torch cutting was ceased.  During this time the employees were throwing smaller pieces of metal cut from the bag house down to the ground and into an adjacent blasting chamber where a metal hopper was located. The co-worker heard a sound behind him and, upon turning, saw that the victim was no longer on the elevated platform.  The co-worker went to the edge near the point where he had last seen the victim and looked down.  He saw the victim lying on the floor of the blast chamber.  He was pronounced dead on the scene.  He was wearing a personal fall arrest system but was not tied off.  There were no guardrails in the area where he was working.
