Equipment Rollover





A 58-year-old member of a road paving crew was killed when the equipment he was operating rolled over onto him.  The crew was installing stone on a road shoulder with the victim operating a compactor.  The new stone was placed on the shoulder of the road, and the victim drove the compactor several times over the stone to compact it and make a nice shoulder.  During this process, the victim encountered a metal-sign pole in the direct path of travel of the compactor.  He maneuvered the compactor around the sign.  This maneuver exposed the equipment to a 15-degree slope along the side of the road.  As the victim continued around the sign, the compactor began to tip.  As this happened, the victim was thrown from the equipment.  He was not wearing the seat belt available on the compactor.  When he made contact with the ground, the rollover protection system (ROPS) of the compactor struck him, causing fatal injuries.
