Struck by Powered-Industrial Truck














A 59-year-old construction worker was killed when he was struck by a rough terrain powered-industrial truck.  The location was the site of construction of a new 13-story building.  The victim and several co-workers were moving building materials from the equipment and staging area to a new area to be used for that purpose.  The old staging area was at the top of a 50-foot-long inclined ramp.  The materials were moved by a JLG-powered-industrial truck, and laborers in the new staging area organized the material.  The operator of the powered-industrial truck drove from the new staging area to pick up the last skid of materials at the old one.  The victim was observed walking in the area of the bottom of the inclined ramp as the JLG proceeded up the ramp.  When nearing the top of the ramp, the JLG suddenly lost engine power, stalled and died.  The truck began to roll backwards down the ramp.  The operator applied the brakes, but the truck did not stop.  As the operator turned the truck to avoid hitting the job-site trailers nearby, he did not see the victim, and right side of the truck struck the victim and ran over him.  Emergency services were called, but the victim died in the hospital from his injuries.
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
