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3.  Struck by Tree During Logging






A 41-year-old logger was killed while felling a tree.  He was harvesting marketable timber by manually felling trees and dragging them away.  The victim was felling a 50-foot tall by 20-inch diameter maple tree using a chain saw when the injury occurred.  As the maple tree fell, it apparently caused a 41-foot tall by six-inch diameter nearby dead tree to fall also.  The dead tree fell toward the maple tree, hit the maple tree, and then bounced or slipped off and struck the victim on the head, breaking off a six foot section of the dead tree.  A skidder operator working at the site discovered the victim lying on the ground near the felled maple tree.  Emergency services were called, and victim was transported to a hospital where he died three days later from the injuries he sustained to his head.

	The employer did not provide and assure that each employee wears face protection meeting the requirement of Subpart I of part 1910 where there is a potential for facial injury.

	Each employee performing a logging operation at a logging work site was not working in a position or location that was within visual or audible contact with another employee.

	Item 6  1910.266(h)(1)(vi)
	Each danger tree was not felled, removed, or avoided.  Each danger tree, including lodged trees and snags, were not felled or removed using mechanical or other techniques that minimize employee exposure before work is commenced in the area of the danger tree.
