A 33-year-old employee of a sub-contractor fell to his death while installing residential fiber optic service drops for cable television and internet services.  The victim was working alone from a truck with an aerial lift mounted on the rear of the truck.  He installed a fiber-optic drop at a residential location, and moved the truck to a utility pole across the street to tie in to the fiber optic transmission capsule on the pole.  The homeowner where the last drop was made returned home and saw the aerial lift in an elevated position with no worker visible.  He went to the truck and discovered the employee lying in a ditch adjacent to the truck.  The latch pin which locks the bucket in place was not set which would have allowed the bucket to rotate around the boom axis.  A personal fall arrest system consisting of a body harness and lanyard had been issued to the employee.  The equipment was found hanging in a bin of the truck's utility bed.
