Fall During Re-roofing





A 27-year-old roofer died in a fall from the roof he was working on.  He and four co-workers were on the roof removing the decking and old shingles.  He was working approximately 12 feet from the edge of the 6/12-pitch roof moving a wheelbarrow that was used to transport roofing debris across the roof to the edge where it was dumped into a dumpster on the ground below.  No one working on the roof saw him fall, but they heard him yell.  He fell 21 feet to the concrete sidewalk below.  He was transported to a local hospital where he died later that day.  There was no fall protection system in use on the site.

	The employer did not provide a training program for each employee who might be exposed to fall hazards.
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
