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4.  Electrocution—Crane Striking Power Line










A 47-year-old crane operator was killed when he contacted an overhead power line with the raised boom of a rough-terrain crane during building construction.  He was making a right-hand turn as he moved the crane around the building with the boom raised and a jib extended.  After contacting the overhead line, a fire started beneath the crane, and the victim exited the crane cab.  With one hand in contact with a metal handrail on the crane and one foot on the metal step, he stepped with his other foot onto wet earth and gravel and was electrocuted.
