7.
Fall from Ladder
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A 47-year-old plumber died in a fall while installing HVAC units and sanitary and potable water piping at a construction site.  The victim was standing on the third or fourth rung from the top of a 10-foot stepladder, approximately five or six feet above the concrete floor.  His feet were facing the stepladder, and his torso was twisted in order to face the concrete block wall on his right.  He was drilling holes through the wall in order to install the HVAC system’s condensate piping.  Apparently, when as he was drilling the last hole, the core bit of the grinder he was using bounced or kicked back from the concrete block wall and contacted the pipe support that was immediately above the hole.  This caused the torque from the grinder to throw the victim off balance, and he fell off the ladder, sustaining mortal injuries to the head and neck.
