Truck Rolled During Repair
A 25-year-old employee was killed while performing maintenance work on the company’s bucket truck.  When the weather is bad or there is no current work available, the employees perform maintenance work on the trucks and clean them at the company’s barn.  On the day of the accident, the victim was checking for a leak in the power steering system of the company’s bucket truck.  He crawled under the truck with its motor running and the wheels not chocked to perform the work.  The truck brakes were not set, and the truck had a 5-speed manual transmission.  While he was under the truck, it lunged backwards and rolled over the victim’s chest.  He yelled as the truck moved backwards, but co-workers in the area could not get to him before the truck rolled over him.  No reason for the backward movement of the truck could be determined during the investigation.  He died at the scene.
