10.  Struck By Wall

Four employees were injured when a building under construction collapsed.  The employees were setting wood trusses on concrete block walls.  At the time of the collapse, one employee was on a ladder placed up against an inside wall.  Three employees were up in the trusses applying additional bracing.  Workers heard a loud “pop” and the building collapsed, injuring the four employees.  The investigation revealed that there was no bracing applied to the block walls.  While conducting the investigation, other violations of TOSHA rules and regulations were found.

	Item 1  1926.100(a)
	Employees were not protected by protective helmets while working in areas where there was a possible danger of head injury from impact, or from falling or flying objects, or from electrical shock and burns.

	Item 2a  1926.501(b)(13)
	Each employee engaged in residential construction activities six feet or more above lower levels were not protected by guardrail systems, safety net systems, or personal fall arrest system.

	Item 2b  1926.503(a)(1)
	The employer did not provide a training program for each employee who might be exposed to fall hazards.  The program should enable each employee to recognize the hazards of falling and each employee should be trained in procedures to be followed in order to minimize these hazards.
