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A 39-year-old worker was killed when he fell from a cell phone tower.  The work was to fix the antennas and swap jumpers on the tower approximately 280-300 feet up the tower.  The victim climbed the tower to perform the work.  He was in radio contact with a co-worker on the ground.  When he began to break the weatherproofing to swap the jumpers, he was contacted by radio and told that the tower was not going to be shut down and to descend.  He then began to climb down the tower.  He was wearing a body harness and also had lanyards, rope grab, and a positioning lanyard.  He fell approximately 30-40 feet, hitting a nearby building, and landing on the ground.  His positioning lanyard was ripped apart in the center of the strap.
