11.  Struck By Storage Rack






A 33-year-old employee received fatal injuries when a shelving/storage rack collapsed and struck him.  Using the forks of a forklift, he was moving a 4000-pound reel of 1⅛-inch diameter wire from the warehouse to the manufacturing line in order to manufacture slings.  To get to the 1⅛-inch wire he had to move a reel of ¾-inch diameter wire that was stored in front of the desired reel.  When he removed the ¾-inch wire, he placed it in the forklift travel aisle.  While maneuvering around the 4500-pound ¾-inch reel of wire in the aisle, the forklift carrying the 4000-pound reel of 1⅛-inch wire struck an upright of a storage rack that stored pails of chains and reels of wires.  The storage rack collapsed sending the pails of chains and reels of wire falling toward the victim.  He apparently attempted to escape the falling materials, as he was found approximately eight feet from the industrial truck.  Emergency services were contacted, but the victim did not survive his injuries.
