12.  Overturned Equipment

A 29-year old
worker died while doing grading work at a new construction site.  He was using a Caterpillar scraper to move a stockpile of topsoil to another location.  He was operating the scraper close to the edge of the road atop the stockpile when the scraper began to lose its footing and rolled down the slope of the stockpile.  The scraper rolled over before coming to a stop at the ground level on its side.  The victim was found with his head pinned between the top corner of the roll over protection and the ground.  He died at the site.
