12. Struck By Tree










A 49-year-old forestry/logging foreman was killed during the preparation of a wooded site for a prescribed burn.  The victim told a bulldozer operator to push down a dead tree.  As the bulldozer operator pushed the tree from a vertical position, the victim stepped from behind a stand of live trees and walked into the path of the falling dead tree.  He was stuck by the tree and died at the scene.
Violation 1

	Item 1  1910.266(d)(1)(vi)
	The employer did not ensure that each affected employee who works in an area where there is a potential for head injury from falling or flying objects wears head protection meeting the requirements of subpart I of part 1910.

	Item 2  1910.266(h)(1)(v)
	The employer did not ensure that no employee approach a mechanical felling closer than two tree lengths of trees being felled until the machine operator has acknowledged that it is safe to do so.
