Struck by coil of steel



A 56-year old truck driver was killed when he leaned into the path of a 13,000 lb. coil of steel which was being moved by an overhead crane.  The victim and a crane operator were positioning coils of steel on a truck trailer.  The driver was on the trailer and the crane operator was positioning the crane from the floor using a pendant control.  After placing the first bundle into the proper position on the trailer, the crane operator stopped the second bundle approximately eight to ten feet from the first bundle and climbed onto the trailer to position the wood spacer.  He observed the driver several feet away near the front of the trailer.  The crane operator returned to the floor and began moving the second bundle toward the already positioned first bundle.  As he did so, he saw the truck driver lean over into the path of the moving load.  He stopped the crane, but the load swung and struck the driver catching him between the two bundles.
