16.  Struck By Truck
A 51-year old employee of a road striping subcontractor was killed while laying down asphalt tape on a newly repaved section of interstate highway.    The workers finished striping one of three lanes when the striping truck with the striping machine attached pulled over to the side of the road.  The victim, walking behind the striping truck but in front of the striping supply truck, used a razor knife to manually cut even the irregular edge of the tape laid down by the striping machine.  The striping supply truck then pulled forward and ran over the last stripe laid to adhere it to the asphalt.  Both trucks then prepared to back up to the other end of the area and begin a new lane of striping.  The driver of the striping truck/striping machine began to back up and the driver of the striping supply truck saw this and also began to back up.  He backed up about 165 feet before feeling a bump and hearing the tailgate rattle.  Realizing he had hit something, he stopped the truck, got out, and ran to the back where he found he had run over the victim.  The victim was struck while walking directly behind the striping supply truck with his back to the truck and traveling in the same direction as the truck was backing.  The police responded in minutes and pronounced the victim dead at the scene.
