17. Struck By Truck










A 38-year old construction worker was killed when he was struck by a truck and pinned against a wall.
His job was to wash down a retaining wall at the entrance to a new residential development.  The truck, containing the water used to wash down the wall, was parked on a 10-percent grade up from the wall.  It was left there idling for approximately 20 minutes while the work was done.  The victim used a hose about 100 feet long to bring the water from the truck to the wall.  When the accident occurred, the victim was approximately 60 feet down the grade from the truck.  The truck began to slowly move toward the wall, but the victim was not aware of its movement until it struck him and pushed him against the wall where he was pinned.  Emergency services were called and he was transported to a local hospital.  He died there two days later.

	All vehicles in use were not checked at the beginning of each shift to assure that the following parts, equipment, and accessories are in safe operating condition and free of apparent damage that could cause failure while in use:  service brakes, including trainer brake connections, parking system (hand brake), emergency stopping system (brakes) tires, horn, steering mechanism, coupling devices, seat belts, operating controls, and safety devices.  All defects were not corrected before the vehicle was placed in service.
