18.  Struck By Railroad Car
A 43-year old worker was killed when he fell off on a CNN Railroad car.  Three workers were moving seven empty grain hopper cars down the railroad track to the grain elevators so they could be loaded with grain.  The workers were pushing the cars with a front end loader.  One worker held the switch handle down while the cars were pushed past the switch.  The victim was riding on the back of the third car.  For an unknown reason, he fell off the hopper car and was dragged approximately 75 feet under the car and was run over by the wheels.
