Struck by road grader



A 42-year old city employee was killed when he was run over by a road grader.  The victim was putting out red flags to mark the path for a road scraper/grader during the construction of a greenway.  The grader was backing up to make another pass over the area.  The victim was on the right side of the grader as it backed up to the left and was squatted down to place a red flag in the ground near the grader.  The front tire of the grader caught the victim and pulled him under the tire which ran over his chest and head.  When an ambulance crew arrived they were unable to revive him due to massive upper body trauma.
