Fall from Scaffold
Three employees were at the initial stage of installing an elevator.  A scaffold was erected in the elevator shaft for the workers to use during the installation.  The workers were hoisting a deflector sheave to the top of the shaft with a rope and hoist.  One worker was positioned at the bottom floor operating a Capstan Hoist to lift the sheave.  Another worker was positioned on the top of the scaffold at the fourth floor level.  The victim was just below the fourth floor guiding the sheave by holding the rope as it was hoisted to the top of the elevator shaft.  As the sheave neared the top of the shaft, the victim fell from the scaffold.  The fall was approximately 41 feet.

	Scaffolds and scaffold components were not capable of supporting, without failure, its own weight and at least four times the maximum intended load applied or transmitted to it.

	Item 1b 1926.451(a)(6)
	Scaffolds were not designed by a qualified person and were not constructed and loaded in accordance with that design.

	Item 2a 1926.451(b)(1)(i)
	Each platform on all working levels of scaffolds were not fully decked between the front uprights and the guardrail supports, whereby, the space between the adjacent units and the space between the platform and the uprights is no more than one inch.

	Item 2b 1926.451(c)(2)
	Supported scaffold poles, legs, posts, frames, and uprights did not bear on baseplates and mudsills or other adequate foundations.

	Item 2c 1926.451(f)(3)
	Scaffold and scaffold components were not inspected for visible defects by a competent person before each work shift, and after any occurrence which could affect a scaffold’s structural integrity.

	Item 2d 1926.452(c)(2)
	Frames and panels on tubular welded frame scaffolds were not braced by cross, horizontal, or diagonal braces, or a combination thereof, which secure vertical members together laterally.

	Item 3 1926.451(g)(1)
	Each employee on a scaffold more than ten feet above a lower level was not protected from falling to that lower level by some means of fall protection.
