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1.  Smoke Inhalation






Eight maintenance workers at a manufacturing facility were admitted to the hospital after attempting to fight a fire at their workplace.  A contractor working from an aerial lift created a spark when he began grinding on a door tract; the grinding created a spark which ignited nearby insulation material.  The contractor immediately removed his personnel from the site and the maintenance personnel of the manufacturing facility were called to respond to the fire in accordance with the facility’s procedures.  The fire was small initially but grew in size while the efforts continued to control it.  The fire department was called and arrived on the scene within five minutes of dispatch to relieve the maintenance workers from their positions.  Other employees in the facility were evacuated.  All written programs and procedures were followed by the management and maintenance staff of the facility.
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
