Carbon Monoxide Poisoning (Catastrophe—No Fatality)


Employees working in a warehouse began to experience dry mouth, chest pains, and headaches about one hour after arriving for work.  The gas company was called to the scene and their carbon monoxide monitor, set to alarm at 35 parts per million, went off immediately.  The carbon monoxide level near the forklift that was operating in the warehouse was measured at 579 (ppm).  The fire department was called and they measured 83-587 ppm carbon monoxide in the warehouse.  Four employees were transported to the hospital and three remained there overnight.  Carboxyhemoglobin levels measured on these employees (before they were treated with oxygen) correlated with carbon monoxide exposures at or above the TOSHA permissible exposure limit (35-ppm as an 8-hour TWA).  All employees were released from the hospital the next day.
