20.  Struck By Mold Box
A 47-year old laborer was killed while pouring concrete into a mold to make a 3 feet by 4 feet storm water catch basin.   The employees noticed that concrete was coming out between cracks of the doors of the mold box.  The process was stopped three-fourths through the pour.  The employees stepped off to the side while the lead employee went to a phone to call the engineering office to inform them of the problem.  The victim, for an unknown reason, walked between the mold box and the concrete truck.  As he passed next to the mold box, the side door suddenly swung down hitting him in the head.  He sustained a massive laceration to the right side of his forehead.  He was air lifted to the hospital where he died six days later.  While conducting the investigation, other violations of TOSHA rules and regulations were found.
