A 31-year old employee was killed while trimming trees from an aerial lift.  While cutting limbs from a tree in a residential area, the bucket from which he was working suddenly shifted.  The victim either was thrown or jumped from the bucket.  However, he was still attached to the bucket with a full body harness and lanyard.  He was fatally injured when he was caught in the tree as the bucket continued to descend.
