A 32-year old plumber’s helper died after he stepped on a nail at a construction site.  He was working at a residential construction site where he stepped on the nail protruding through a board that was lying on the floor.  He worked the remainder of the day and did not report the injury.  Two days later he did report the injury and could not work the rest of the day.  Two days after that he was admitted to the hospital where he died on the following day.
