22.  Fire/Burns

A 67-year old machine operator died when a fire ignited between the engine and the cab of a bulldozer he was operating.  The victim was removing shale from a bank at a construction site to use as fill at another site.  A hydraulic line leading from the engine compartment to the lift cylinder tube assembly at the rear of the dozer burst, spraying hot hydraulic fluid across the exhaust manifold.  The resulting fire ignited the victim’s clothing while he was seated in the cab of the bulldozer.  He jumped from the cab to the ground where another worker distinguished the fire by smothering it with loose shale.  The victim was airlifted to a hospital were he died the next day.
