A 34-year old painter died when he fell approximately 38 feet.  The painter worked for a contractor who had just completed a painting project in a sanctuary of a church.  After the project was completed, the project manager performed a visual inspection of the site and noticed several sprinkler heads still covered with aluminum foil.  The victim was called to go to the church and assess the situation.  Sometime later, he was discovered lying on the floor of the building.   He was taken to a local hospital where he was pronounced dead.  Apparently he had climbed from a catwalk, over a guardrail, and onto a steel I-beam in order to remove the aluminum foil covering from a sprinkler head approximately 10 feet from the edge of the catwalk.  There were hand and foot prints on the I-beam and the victim’s cell phone and wallet were lying nearby.
