26. Carbon Monoxide Exposure
A 45-year old and a 32-year old worker were killed while buffing floors at a day care center.  The husband and wife team were cleaning the floors during the overnight hours using a propane powered floor buffer.  Their bodies were discovered by police on patrol who saw them through an open window slumped over about 2:00 am.  The fire department responded to the scene and measured carbon monoxide levels in the room at a very high level.  The medical examiner confirmed that the cause of death was carbon monoxide poisoning in an inadequately vented workspace.
