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A 50-year-old maintenance worker died when he fell through a skylight.  Three employees, including the victim, were on the roof of the building cleaning mud, dirt, and other debris from gutters that ran between the ridges of the roof.  The employees accessed the roof using an aerial lift.  They wore properly attached fall protection equipment while in the lift, but once on the roof they had no anchorage point to attach their lanyards.  They had worked on the roof for approximately three hours when they decided to break for lunch.  While walking back to the aerial lift to descend to the ground, the victim fell approximately 28 feet through a skylight to the concrete floor below.  There were 388 unguarded skylights on the roof, each about 10 feet in length and three feet wide and spaced approximately 10 feet apart.  The victim died of injuries sustained in the fall.
